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Primary 3 Term 2
Dear parents, 

I have outlined some of the maths skills your child will be developing in school this term. 

I have also given some tips that you may want to use to help your child develop their maths skills. These tips are things that you can be doing when you and your child are doing the many little jobs that are part of everyday life.

Thank you so much for working in partnership with us.

Counting and Understanding Number

This term your child will be learning to:
· Understand that a two-digit number is made up of 10’s and units.

Addition and Subtraction

· Add/subtract 1 or 2 to/from any number to 100.
· Add/subtract 10 to/from any number to 100.
· Find half of numbers to 20.

· Know doubles to 10+10
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· Talk to your child about the language associated with length e.g. long/short, longer/shorter, the same as, taller/tallest, thick/thin, about the same as, just less than.

· Your child will be introduced to the notion of a metre (as I am sure you do not have a metre stick at home you can judge it from the height of a door which is roughly two metres high)

· Talk to your child about things ‘about a metre’, ‘more than’ a metre and ‘less than’ a metre in length.

· Talk to your child about the different language associated with time-morning, afternoon, evening, night time, now, later, soon, before, after.

· Maybe set a timer and see how long it takes your child to brush their teeth, get dressed etc.

· Be sure to tell your child the time at which they do key things in the day e.g. bedtime is half past 8.

· Point out o’clock, half past times and quarter past times on the clock face or watch as often as possible (Do not go into digital times).

· Only talk about times past the hour- 5, 10, 15, 20, 25 minutes past.

· To appreciate how long 5, 15 and 30 minutes is say things like- ‘We will be there in 30 minutes’ ‘You can play for 5 minutes before bedtime’.

· Recall days of the week- today is Wednesday, yesterday was Tuesday, tomorrow is Thursday.

· Recall and sequence months and seasons of the year.
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· Give your child a purse containing some 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 20p and 50p coins. Talk about different ways for making amounts up to 50p

· Go to the shops together and involve them in figuring out whether she can afford a treat (amounts to 50p)

· When shopping calculate change from 15p, extending this to 20p
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· Help your child recognise, talk about and name shapes around the house and in the environment (maybe in the shopping trolley).

2D shapes - square, rectangle, circle, triangle

3D shapes – cube (dice), cuboids (cereal box), sphere (ball), cylinder (tin of beans), cone

· Sort groceries into piles when unpacking, for example, cuboids and not cuboids then cylinders and not cylinders

· Give your child simple movement instructions e.g. turn right, turn left, go straight on, make a half turn, make a full turn.

· Talk about turning movements in the car e.g. we will turn right at the traffic lights.
