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· Draw attention to numbers in the environment (0-10)

· Encourage your child to read and write the digits 0-10.

· Use number cards and discuss numbers before, after and between.

· Count backwards and forwards within 10 starting from any number.

· Add sets together

Measures - Capacity  [image: image3.wmf]
· Understand and use the language associated with capacity eg empty/full, pour/fill, holds more /holds less, holds the same as.

· Filling empty containers provides opportunities to explore comparisons. Use containers of different sizes. Eg egg-cups yoghurt pots etc

· How many containers will it take to fill the cup? Guess first.

· When shopping look for containers that hold liquid e.g. mineral, fabric conditioner, shampoo, milk etc.
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· Talk to your child about the need for money to pay for goods.

· Help your child to recognise coins, talk about and sort 1p and 2p  coins
· Give your child 10 1p coins and ask them to make you a range of amounts. 

· Talk to your child when shopping about prices and the need to have enough money to buy goods.
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· Use language associated with space –in, out, over, under etc

· Let your child climb in and out of boxes, on or around furniture, going under, over, around, through, into, on top of, and out of different things to experience themselves in space.
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· Continue to talk about shapes in the home and environment e.g. leaves, containers, windows etc.

· Talk about and name 2D and 3D shapes e.g. triangle, square, circle, rectangle, cuboids [cereal box] cube [dice] Sphere [ball] cylinder [tin of peas] cone and describe them.
· Play I spy............something with 3 sides,  ......something with a curved edge, etc

· Ask your child to draw the shapes in the air and describe them using appropriate language related to sides, faces and corners.
