Children are now confident with the numbers 0 to 10 so we begin to extend our reading and discussion of number to 20.

Identify missing numbers in a sequence firstly within 10 and then within 20.

We focus on addition in the final term
· Mentally add 1 to given numbers within 10, building up to adding 2.

· Children will be able to add 2 sets together using objects to help if needed.

· Encourage your child to count on from the biggest set rather than counting from 1 each time – A very tricky concept!!
· Make up simple addition sums when doing household chores e.g. I have two socks and now I see another two socks, how many socks have I now?

· Talk to your child about the language associated with weight – heavy heavier, heaviest, light, lighter, lightest, the same as, almost the same as, 

· Compare items e,g This one is heavier, This one is lighter.

· When playing on seesaws in the park note how the seesaw goes up and down.
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· Talk to your child about the need for money to pay for goods.

· Help your child to recognise coins extending to include 5p and 10p coins.

· Discuss the value of different coins.  Which is worth most? 

· Give your child 1p and 2p coins and ask them to make you a range of amounts. 

· Allow your child to pay for items Eg, 10p mix up using pennies.
