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Primary 2 Term 2
Dear parents,

The following are a list of things that your child will be covering in term 2. These are important to help your child develop their maths skills. The following are some additional maths tips that you may want to use to help your child. These tips are things that you can be doing when you and your child are doing the many little jobs that are part of everyday life.

Counting and understanding Numbers
This term your child will be learning to:

· Count forwards/backwards in twos to/from 20

· Count in twos starting at different numbers.

· Find numbers before/after/between numbers to 20, eg. “What number is before 13?”

· Sequence numbers within 20 that don’t come one after the other eg. 


“Put these numbers in order starting with the largest”     12    6     10     8

Continue to practice maths skills covered in term 1.

Practise chanting in twos. Encourage your child to join in with you. When they are confident challenge them to start/finish at different numbers. Eg. “Can you count back in twos from 18 to 4?”

• Give your child the opportunity to count objects (coins, pasta, shapes, buttons etc.)

• Count things you cannot touch – window panes, jumps, claps, oranges in a bag.

• Play games that involve counting – eg snakes and ladders, dice games.

• Look for numerals in the environment – eg car number plates

• Make mistakes when chanting, counting or ordering numbers. Can your child spot what you have done wrong?

Addition and Subtraction

This term your child will be learning to:

· Add sets of objects within 20.

· Know addition facts for all numbers to 10.

· Mentally subtract within 10.

· Know doubles to 10 + 10.

· Find the difference between two numbers within 15 by comparing.

· Find 1or2 more/less than numbers to 20.
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· Talk to your child about the language associated with length e.g. Longer/ shorter, the same length as, tall/tallest thick/thin, about the same as, just less than.

· Encourage your child to make predictions and estimate the length eg ‘ I think my doll is the same height as my cat’ ‘ I think my pencil is the same length as my storybook’
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· Talk to your child about the different language associated with time- morning, afternoon, evening, night time, now, later, soon, before, after, yesterday, tomorrow.

· Make sure that your child can name the days of the week and that you talk about them each day e.g., “what day is it today? What day was it yesterday?”
· Point out the O clock times as often as possible. Tell the time in half hours  ‘We will have our tea at half past 5’ etc

· Your child can learn that some activities take longer than others. Compare one activity with another to figure out what takes more time. Start by asking simple questions like ‘Who can stand on one foot longer’.
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· To help your child recognise coins, talk about and sort 1p, 2p.5p 10p, 20p 50p and £1

· Give your child a purse containing coins up to 10p. Talk about pocket money with your child. Help them to add it up and work out whether she can afford a particular treat.

· Shop using money and calculate change [coins up to 5p extending to 10p]
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· Use language associated with space –in, out, over, under etc

· Recognise turning movements e.g. left, right, half turn, full turn

· Let your child climb in and out of boxes, on or around furniture, going under, over, around, through, into, on top of, and out of different things to experience themselves in space.
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· Talk about shapes in the home and environment e.g. leaves, containers, windows etc.

· Traffic signs are a good place to start. 

· Talk about and name these 2D and 3D shapes e.g. triangle, square, circle, rectangle, cuboids [cereal box] cube [dice] Sphere [ball] cylinder [tin of peas] cone

· Help your child to find patterns in designs and pictures.

· Ask your child to draw the shapes in the air.
