Dear parents, 

I have outlined some of the maths skills your child will be developing in school this term. 

I have also given some tips that you may want to use to help your child develop their maths skills. These tips are things that you can be doing when you and your child are doing the many little jobs that are part of everyday life.

Counting and Understanding Number

This term your child will be learning to:
· Understand that a two-digit number is made up of 10’s and units.

· Count beyond 100 to 1000.

· Read and write numbers to 1000.

Addition and Subtraction

This term your child will be learning to:
· Mentally add and subtract within 20.

· Subtract a single digit from a two digit number, eg. 56 – 4.

· Be introduced to adding and subtracting vertically.

Measurement  [image: image2.wmf]  

Most daily activities involve measurement; cooking, gardening, grocery shopping and sewing.  Keep your child involved in these chores by talking with them about what you are doing, and by asking them to help you where possible.

Capacity – the amount a container will hold [image: image3.wmf]
· Talk to your child about the language associated with capacity – empty, full, pour, fill, holds more, holds less, holds the same as.

· Firstly, allow your child to guess, using an assortment of different sized cups, which will hold more.  Then pour water into the cups and think about which will hold more

· Point out 1litre on containers and containers which hold more than 1 litre and less than 1 litre without referring to millilitres

[image: image4.wmf] Area - understand the concept of area as the idea of covering a surface
· Put a table cloth on table

· Cover bed using duvet

· Wrap birthday gifts 

When doing the above activities say things like, ‘covers just about the same amount of surface’ or ‘fits over one another exactly’

· Estimate how many of your homework books/ envelopes it would take to cover the kitchen table 

Weight (same as in term 1) [image: image5.wmf]
· Talk to your child about the language associated with weight – heavy, heavier, heaviest, light, lighter, lightest, the same as, almost the same as.

· Point out 1kg on food packages and items that weigh heavier/lighter than 1kg without referring to grams.

Length (same as in term 2) [image: image6.wmf]
· Talk to your child about the language associated with length e.g. long/short, longer/shorter, the same as, taller/tallest, thick/thin, about the same as, just less than.

· Your child will be introduced to the notion of a metre (as I am sure you do not have a metre stick at home you can judge it from the height of a door which is roughly two metres high so up to the door handle is usually about a meter)
· Talk to your child about things ‘about a metre’, ‘more than’ a metre and ‘less than’ a metre in length.
